The lakes at Oasis were dug out for sand and gravel in the 1930s, and for 30 years prior to 1998 operated as a trout fishery.  Considerably improved and expanded in recent years, it now offers 98 purpose-built quality pegs, most with car parking behind, to day ticket coarse fishing anglers including an increasing number of visitors staying on site. 

Island, Roadside and Carp are the names of the three lakes, which cover an area of over four acres in all, with Carp Lake reaching a depth of 15ft in parts.  All the lakes are stocked with quality coarse fish including carp to 38lbs, tench, bream, roach, perch, ghost carp to 19 lbs and catfish.  Regular matches attract a large number of entrants. 

The touring caravan park is in a secluded, wooded setting and offers five well-spaced pitches with electricity hook-ups.  Planning permission has been granted for five more. This season, a static holiday cabin close to the facilities building has attracted a good number of visitors.

Built around three years ago, the timber-clad facilities building incorporates a café with upwards of 30 covers, a well-utilised tackle and bait shop and some good-sized storerooms.  Upstairs, owners’ accommodation consists of an open-plan kitchen and living room with French doors out to a balcony, 3 double bedrooms (one with en suite bathroom), plus a family bathroom. 

Fenn Wright partner and fisheries expert Martin Freeman said:  “ Oasis Lakes is a fishery in very good order, both literally and in business terms.  The healthy annual turnover has been achieved through the hard work of the current owners, but there is still room to build on the existing facilities with the expansion of the caravan site, and given the popularity of the static cabin this season, this might be another area to look into for the new owners.”
